The April packet will 
include: FACTS payment plan log-in; registration/fee schedule for infant-toddler program; registration/fees 
for latchkey and childcare programs for preschool - grade 6; kindergarten screening confirmation letters, 
grade-level supply lists, MCES academic calendar, MCES activities/events calendar, additional 
curricular/program offerings for grades 2 - 8, parent-student handbook, and a tentative faculty roster.

Application(s), Enrollment Fee(s), and Tuition Contract to be returned to the school office.  Open
